“Free and competitive energy market”

While Turkey's economy is growing day by day, we're trying to
cope with the problems caused by both this growth and the
ntemational markets. Obviously, the most important problem
among these is the current deficit, trigogered by the increasing
energy bill. The anticipation that our energy bill which totaled
naarly 11.5 billion American dollars at the beginning of 2003 will
surpass 50 billion American dollars at the end of 2008 shows the
gravity of the issue. The increase in our energy bill derives from
two important reasons. Firstly, our energy demand, triggered by
the industrial and domestic consumption, increases by 2.5 folds of
the world averane each year; secondly, high oil prices, which is
now a problem for the entire world. We can see that the oil prices
which totaled 50 American dollars per barrel at the beginning of
2007 have been nearly 120 dollars as from August 2008, This rise
in oil prices increases the prices of all goods, including the natural
gas, with a great momentum, as it is the comerstone of the
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FPETFORM, representing 31 energy companies, has been intan-
sively discussing the measures which can be taken against the
energy bill that is becoming chronic day by day and sharing our
common offers for solution with public institutions. The most
important solution that we offer is the enactment of the new
Petroleum Law so that our oil and natural gas potential can be
uncovered, Bul the most important step that should be taken even
in a scenario in which the entire demand is met by domestic
resourcas is obviously establishing a free and competitive energy
rmarket, because a transparent and competitive market structure
will cause a fair and healthy pricing. An investor won't be able to
know how to conduct himself and thus his investmants would be
limited in a sector lacking a healthy mechanism

The problems caused by the reluctance in establishing a free
market becomes evident only by considering the developments in
the natural gas market. The Matural Gas Market Law numbered
4646 which came into force in 2001 aimed at a transition from the
monopaly structure to a transparent and competitive market, It
envisaged that BOTAS, which has been importing natural gas,
conducting its domestic transportation and undertaking its innar-
city distribution as the only actar in the market for 20 years, shares
the market with the private sector in line with fair rules prescribed
by the free market economy. It was supposed to decrease
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
